"Putin may bring an energy gift"…

During Putin's visit to China, the media in China and Russia expect good prospects in the field of energy cooperation. Russian Ambassador to China Razov also expressed the hope that during Russian President Putin's visit the two heads of state will issue a new energy development agreement. 

Recently, Russian President Putin has frequently identified as a priority Russia's crude oil exports to the Asian market. His tone is polite, but the content is unequivocal : the Far East Pacific oil pipelines (diverse line) "priority", given the scale of the Sino-Japanese imbalance, has certainly tilted to China.  

It is understood that Russia is ready supply 15 million tons of crude oil to China by rail in 2006. Russian decision to lay an "Eastern Siberia -- Pacific" oil pipeline brings the possibility of pragmatic negotiations between the Russian oil transportation company and the China National Petroleum Corporation over full responsibility at the economic and technical level, in particular the laying of the oil pipeline on the border between the two countries (extension from the Russian Sikewoluo quarter Otunnu to the Russia-China border). 

Putin's current visit to China to strengthen cooperation with China in the energy field, was generally regarded as in the interest of our common energy policy and received a good response from the international community.  U.S. energy expert and economist Bo Rua Bo (Robert Blohm) in an interview said : "Sino-Russian energy cooperation is necessary between the two countries: they need each other."
